Governor’s Budget Highlights


Department of Rehabilitation Budget 
The Department of Rehabilitation’s (DOR) proposed budget for fiscal year (FY) 2014-15 is $425,899 million. This reflects an increase of $10 million and 6 new positions to oversee and report on activities funded by the Promise Grant.  Funding for consumer services remains unchanged at $181.4 million. The DOR continues to operate under a Federal Order of Selection process, and will be providing services to individuals in Priority Category One, eligible individuals with the most significant disabilities, and Priority Category Two, eligible individuals with significant disabilities, who apply on or before June 30, 2014.

Total Proposed Budget for FY 2014-15 is $425,899 and includes:
· General Fund - $57,007
· Federal Funds - $357,849 including ($15,736) in Local Assistance

· Other funds – total of $11,043 including Reimbursements ($7,680), Vending Stand Fund ($2,361) and Traumatic Brain Injury Fund ($1,002).  

Major Program Changes

Re-designation and Transfer of Client Assistance Program (CAP)
· The Governor transferred the CAP from DOR to Disability Rights California, effective October 1, 2013 resulting in a $1.2 million reduction of the DOR’s federal funds.  

Budget Change Proposals (BCPs) for FY 2014-15

1) Promoting the Readiness of Minors in Supplemental Security Income

(PROMISE) new program proposal
· Requests authority to expend $10 million per year, and 6.0 new positions to administer and support the PROMISE grant.

· The DOR was awarded the federal PROMISE grant of $50 million, beginning October 1, 2013, for a period of up to five years.

· DOR is the lead agency in the provision of services and supports to participating PROMISE grant SSI recipients and their families.

2) Traumatic Brain Injury Program Augmentation Proposal

· Requests a one-time augmentation of $500,000 allocated to the TBI fund from the Driver Training Penalty Assessment fund.
· This additional allocation will fund up to seven TBI sites for a new three year grant period.
Staffing
DOR is allocated 1,829 total positions (1,737 permanent positions and 92 temporary help).
