1.  Welcome and Roll Call

3. Subcommittee Activity and Assignments and Financial Situation

1. Finances
1. MOTION: Joanie Patche moved that the CVPC use the bank account with the Executive Committee’s names on it for extra food, hospitality activities, the plaque for Assemblyman Paterson, and other needed items. Sandy Balani seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
1. Roy Harmon recommended offering vendors who register before a certain date entry into a raffle, with a prize paid for from the bank account with the Executive Committee’s names on it.

4. 2015 CVPC/BEP Vendor Training Seminar 
Members discussed various aspects of the 2015 CVPC/BEP Vendor Training Seminar. This included discussion of:
a. Exhibitors for Friday afternoon
a. Society for the Blind has agreed to have a booth staffed by an Adaptive Technology Specialist, who can give vendors one-on-one app recommendations and demonstrations.
b. Speakers for Saturday
a. Roy has reached out to Assemblyman Paterson’s office. He is currently working with the Assemblyman’s scheduler to determine his availability.
b. If Assemblyman Paterson is in attendance, Roy Harmon suggested asking Gary Crocker to introduce him. 
c. Greg DeWall will give the guest “motivational” speech.
d. Prudential will also be available to do individual consultations with vendors.
e. Deputy Labor Director Charles Richards will be discussing labor laws.
f. Aser Tolentino, an Adaptive Technology Specialist from the Society for the Blind, will be speaking on adaptive technology.
g. Board of Equalization 
h. California Restaurant Association will be providing sexual harassment training.
i. Procurement Panel-  A panel that describes the entire BEP procurement process, possibly to include Jeff Thom, possibly Bill Shirah, Tom Dempsey, etc.
c. ServeSafe Training
a. There will be info on electronic and audible self-study materials sent to vendors. These materials are available through Hadley School for the Blind, Learning Ally, and Bookshare. 
b. There will be a short review session on Sunday followed by the test.

5. Certification for BEP Vendors to Train BEP Students
a.	Mr. Harmon stated that many vendors don’t want to do pre-evaluations of perspective BEP students and on-the-job training. The vendors who do want to do it are sometimes in outlying areas that are inaccessible to BEP students.
b.	Ms. Munyer commented that BEP does have more flexibility now that BEP is doing business with Extended Stay Hotels. This might allow vendors to stay nearer to their training locations.
c.	Ms. Munyer would like to discuss the possibility of changing the scoring system that is used for evaluations and Occupational Skills Training. Currently a Pass/Fail scale is being used; she would like to transition to a 1-5 Likert scale.
