AT Advisory Council Survey Results: 
Processes Used for Conducting Meetings Across the U.S.

ILATS Staff conducted a survey of AT advisory councils to determine what process they used as a guide for conducting their meetings. Using the list of the Tech Act states from the 2016 Statewide Assistive Technology Program Directory developed by the RESNA Catalyst Project, all 55 Tech Act programs outside of California were surveyed by email.

Forty-eight states, the District of Columbia, and four US territories responded.  Two, Delaware and the Northern Mariana Islands, did not. Twenty-five AT Councils use bylaws in conducting their meetings.  Sixteen AT Councils use operating procedures or operating guidelines in their meetings.  Eleven AT Councils do not have established formal guidelines or bylaws and indicated that it was not necessary for them because their role is only advisory in nature.  One AT Council stated they just used Robert’s Rules of Order to run their meetings.
