Department of Rehabilitation Budget 
The Department of Rehabilitation’s (DOR) total budget for fiscal year (FY) 2015-16 is $435.6 million. Funding for consumer services is $181.6 million. The DOR continues to operate under a Federal Order of Selection process, and will be providing services to individuals in Priority Category One, eligible individuals with the most significant disabilities, and Priority Category Two, eligible individuals with significant disabilities, who apply on or before June 30, 2016, and Priority Category Three, eligible individuals with disabilities who applied on or before May 31, 2015.

Total Proposed Budget for FY 2015-16 is $435,607 and includes:
· General Fund - $58,586
· Includes $155 General Fund increase from May Revise
· Federal Funds - $365,978 including ($15,736) in Local Assistance

· Other Funds – total of $11,043 including Reimbursements ($7,680), Vending Stand Fund ($2,361) and Traumatic Brain Injury Fund ($1,002).  

Major Program Changes

Budget Change Proposal (BCP) for FY 2015-16
Work Incentives Planners (WIP)
· Granted federal fund authority of $3.11 million (Social Security Cost Reimbursements) and 31 ongoing full-time permanent positions to provide financial literacy and benefits planning services to eligible DOR consumers receiving Supplemental Security Income/Social Security Disability Insurance (SSI/SSDI) benefits.

· DOR has piloted these services utilizing limited term staff which has enabled more consumers to achieve employment outcomes, live independently, and reduce reliance on public support.

Staffing
DOR is allocated 1,860 total positions (1,768 permanent positions and 92 temporary help).
