Terms and Conditions
Rider A - Rental of Accessible Vehicles (Rev. 07/01/2016)

1. Scope and Purpose.
The purpose of this Addendum is to:
A. permit suppliers under the State price Schedule (2-13-99-01A1-A63) (SPS) to offer accessible vehicles for rental by state agencies on behalf of state employees with disabilities or other authorized users with disabilities traveling on state business; and 
B. To establish specific terms and conditions applicable to suppliers choosing to provide such rental services. 

2. Definitions.
The following definitions will apply to services provided pursuant to this Addendum: 
A. ACCESSIBLE RENTAL VEHICLE—means a mini-van or full-sized van which, at a minimum, is equipped with a ramp or lift permitting a person in a non-folding manual or electric wheelchair to enter the vehicle and drive or be transported therein. 
B. STATE EMPLOYEE - a State employee is an officer or employee of the Executive Branch of California State Government.  This includes employees of the California State University System (CSU) and California Community Colleges.
C. Authorized USERS - s). In addition to the officers and employees of the Executive Branch, the following may obtain services under this Addendum, providing they are on authorized State business. 
(1) Non-Salaried:  Persons who are on official State business and whose travel expenses are paid by the State (this includes volunteers, members of official task forces, consultants, members of some commissions and boards, and individuals who drive or provide other types of assistance for employees with disabilities.
(2) Elected Constitutional Officers:  Governor, Lieutenant Governor, State Controller, Attorney General, Secretary of State, Superintendent of Public Instruction, State Treasurer, Insurance Commissioner, members of the Board of Equalization, and members of the staff of the above constitutional officers.
(3) State Legislative Branch:  Members of the State Senate, Members of the State Assembly, and Legislative staff members.
(4) State Judicial Branch: Justices, officers, and employees of the Supreme Court of California, the Courts of Appeal, the Judicial Council of California, and the State BAR of California.
(5) Executive Protection: Persons providing executive protection to anyone who is a state employee or authorized user as defined herein.
D. State Business—approved travel by any state employee or other authorized user who is performing work for the state or representing the state. 

3. General Provisions.
All provisions of the Supplier Application Terms and Conditions for SPS-At 2-13-99-01 A1 thru A63, (CMU 09-03a Rev 5-13-16), except those related to the sale of equipment or products, shall be fully applicable to rental of accessible vehicles.


4. Specific Provisions.
In addition, suppliers offering rental of accessible vehicles must comply with the following specific terms and conditions:
A. State employees or authorized users who are 21 years of age or older, if otherwise eligible, may rent and operate vehicles under the SPS when on official State business for the purpose of providing transportation for a person with a disability as either a driver or passenger.  The Government issued ID card will be evidence of a State employee’s official status.  
B. A supplier may not require the person renting the vehicle to use a personal credit card to hold a reservation or to have a driver’s license, so long as a driver with a valid license is identified. 
C. Since the state is self-insured, a supplier may not require the person renting the vehicle or the driver to provide proof of liability insurance coverage or to purchase insurance.
D. State employees and other authorized users will not be subject to any fee for loss or collision damage waiver, and in the event of an accident, will not be responsible for loss or damage to the vehicle.
E. Notwithstanding the provisions of any vehicle rental agreement the supplier hereby assumes and shall bear the entire risk of loss of, or damage to, the rented vehicles (including costs of towing, administrative costs, loss of use, and replacement), from any and every cause whatsoever, obtaining the vehicle through fraud or misrepresentation, including without limitation, casualty, collision, fire, upset, malicious mischief, vandalism, falling objects, overhead damage, glass disappearance, except where the loss or damage is caused by one or more of the following:
(1) Willful or wanton misconduct on the part of a driver. Willful or wanton misconduct is conduct which is committed with an intentional or reckless disregard for the safety of others or with an intentional disregard of a duty necessary to the safety of another’s property.
(2) Operation of the vehicle by a driver who contributed to the vehicle damage while such person was (and has been adjudged by the courts to have been) under the influence of alcohol (in excess of the legal limits) or any illegal non-prescription drug.
(3) Use of the vehicle for any intentionally illegal purpose.
(4) Use or permitting the vehicle to carry unauthorized passengers.
(5) Operation of the vehicle in a test race or contest.  
(6) Operation of the vehicle by a person other than an authorized driver.
(7) Operation of the vehicle outside the continental United States except where such use is specifically authorized by the rental agreement.
(8) Operation across international boundaries unless specifically authorized at the time of rental. (State of California policy requires that the appropriate State agency approve the out-of-country travel, that the supplier is notified regarding the trip and that the DGS, Office of Risk and Insurance Management (ORIM) approved insurance is obtained for the trip.)
(9) Operation of any vehicle that was not properly designed for the intended use; except for when the Contractor beforehand has agreed to, in writing, that the vehicle was properly designed for such use.

F. When loss or damage is due to an exception stated in Subsection E. above, the supplier will submit its bills directly to the State employee’s agency. If the agency denies liability on the basis that the State employee was not operating the vehicle within the scope of employment at the time of the loss, the supplier may handle the matter directly with the State employee. Claims for damage to a vehicle will not include amounts for loss of use.
G. Rental vehicles will be properly licensed, clean, and maintained in a safe operating condition, be no more than four years old, and have no more than 60,000 miles on the odometer. Mini vans must contain at least five seatbelts to accommodate a driver and four passengers.
H. The price list submitted by the supplier shall include in the description detail concerning the size and make of the vehicle offered for rental and which of the following features are available in rental vehicles: 
1.  Manual fold-out side ramp
1.  Power in-floor side ramp
1.  Power fold-out side ramp
1.  Three way adjustable driver seat
1.  Removable front passenger seat
1.  Adjustable seat belt for front seat passenger seated in a   wheelchair – extender from floor
1.  Tie downs 
1.  Hand controls
1.  Adjustable brake and gas pedals
(10) Power windows and mirrors
(11) Spinner knob for steering wheel 
I. A supplier may, but is not required to, identify other features which are available in accessible rental vehicles. 
J. The supplier will comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA), as amended, as required by Titles II and III of the ADA (42 U.S.C. 1201 et seq.), which prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability, as well as all applicable regulations and guidelines issued pursuant to the ADA.  The supplier will also comply with the requirements of Government Code section 11135 et seq. prohibiting discrimination on any basis, including on the basis of disability. The supplier will take all steps necessary to meet these obligations, including but not limited to ensuring the following:
(1)	All supplier facilities will provide a lower counter for use by mobility-impaired individuals as required by ADA regulations.
(2)	All supplier facilities will provide accessible parking, paths of travel, and areas open to customers such as counters, kiosks, and restrooms, as required by the ADA.
(3)	The supplier will provide accessible transportation to and from rental location, i.e., accessible vans from airport or residence to rental location or provide vehicle delivery and pick-up service at no additional charge to the state.  However, the supplier may charge a fee of no more than $75 each way for vehicle delivery and pick-up service if the supplier provides accessible transportation to or from an airport or residence but the authorized user nevertheless requests vehicle delivery and pick-up at the airport, or where the authorized user requests vehicle delivery and pick-up service at a location other than an airport which is more than 25 miles from the supplier’s rental location.  
(4)	The supplier will provide all written materials, including marketing and promotional materials, in accessible formats (e.g., Braille, large print, or electronic text) upon request. Materials need to include how alternate formats may be requested.
(5)	The supplier will make arrangements to ensure that its staff is able to effectively communicate with authorized users who are deaf or hearing impaired both in person and by telephone, at anytime when the supplier is open for business.  This may include use of sign language interpreters, video remote interpreting consistent with the requirements of the ADA, or TTY’s or other similar devices; provided that the method chosen by the supplier is effective and immediately available when needed. 
(6) The supplier’s website, website contents, and communications will meet accessibility standards pursuant to Government Code Section 11135 and Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, 29 U.S.C. 794d).
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
